5. The said Authority, shall base its decision on the
recommendations of the State Level Expert Appraisal Com-
mittee (SEAC) constituted for the State Uttarakhand in this
order.

6. The State Government of Uttarakhand shall notify
the agency to act as secretariat for the Authority and shall
provide all financial and logistic support including
accommodation, transportation and such other facilities in
respect of all its statutory functions. Sitting fee, Travelling
Atlowance and Dearness Allowance to the Chairman and
Member of the Authority shall be paid by the State
Government of Uttarakhand as per State rules. '

7. The Chairman and Members shall hold office [ora
term of three years from the date of publication of this

notification in the Official Gazette and SEAC, Uttarakhand
shall be reconstitited after every three vears.

8. The SEAC, Uttarakhand shall exercise such
powers and follow such procedures as enumerated in the
notiffcation number S O. [333(E), dated the i4th
September, 2006.

9. The SEAC, Uttarakhand shall function on the
principle of collective responsibility. The Chairperson shall
endeavour to reach a conscnsus in cach case, and il
consensus cannot be reached, the view of the majority
shall prevail.

10. The State Government of Uttarakhand shall

notify the agency to act as secretariat for the SEAC.

Uttarakhand and shall provide all financial and logistic
support including accommodation, transportation and such
other facilities in respect to all iss statutory functions.
Siiting fee, Travelling Allowance anif Dearness Aliowance
to the Chairman and Members of the SEAC shall be paid
by the State Government of Uttarakhand as per State rules.
